  Post the Bee Attitudes in a visible classroom location. 
  
  This lesson focuses on two "Bee Attitudes".  Wise is the student who... 
 • models responsible attitudes and behaviors. 
 • solves problems peacefully.  
 
Brainstorm with students:  "What do you know about honeybees?"  
 
Bee Natural 
 
 Honeybees fly from flower to flower helping the plants to grow.  Without 
honeybees, we would not have the fruits, flowers and vegetables that we 
need to grow.  Honeybees are very important to us because they also 
make honey.  What do you like to put honey on or use in your home? 
 
Define these Buzz Words:  Attitude, belief, courage 
 
Beeswax 
 
 Ask students to complete the Bee Wize pretest questionnaire (page 33).  
It may be used as an evaluation instrument to measure program 
effectiveness. 
 
Bee Wize story:  Beethoven and the Giant 
 
 The stories are written in script form.  Ask two efficient readers to 
rehearse and read it to the class.  The script can be duplicated for that 
purpose.  The teacher should read the part of the narrator.  Select two 
students to display the pictures of the characters (pages 35 and 38) as the 
story is read. “Beethoven” is intentionally misspelled in the script for 
spacing purposes.  
 • Beethoven -  male 
 • Beatrice    -    female 
 • Narrator   -    teacher 
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Beethoven and the Giant 
�
Narrator:   Beethoven and Beatrice were happy honeybees who were 

playing noisily in a garden they had never visited before.  They 
flew to a beautiful flower and landed on its soft, fragrant petal.  

�
Beatrice: Wow.  This is so fun! 
 
Beetoven: I love playing in the warm sun. 
 
Narrator: Slowly the light of the sun faded as a dark shadow loomed over 

the flower. 
 
Beatrice: Hey, what happened to the sun?  Did it go under a cloud? 
 
Beetoven: No.  There is a giant coming at us! 
 
Beatrice: Let�s get out of here! 
 
Narrator: Before the two friends could fly away, the giant man snapped 
 the stem of the flower, and Beethoven and Beatrice tumbled 
  down the petal.  Beethoven buzzed angrily around the giant�s 
 head. 
 
Beetoven: There.  That will show him not to mess with us. 
 
Beatrice: Look out, Beethoven.  The giant is going to hit you.  
  
Narrator: The giant�s hand slapped at Beethoven to brush him away.  He 

dodged the hand and whizzed by the giant�s nose.  Suddenly 
he felt a shock to his body, and he crashed to the ground.  The 
giant�s foot crunched Beethoven�s body into the sand.  

  
Beatrice: Beethoven.  Are you okay?  Talk to me! 

 
Beetoven: Oh, that hurt! 
 
Beatrice: Can you get up? 
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Beetoven: Just give me a second.  I think I�m okay. 
 
Beatrice: Hurry up.  The giant is coming. 
 
Narrator: Beethoven exploded out of the sand with his wings buzzing 
 furiously.  Wham!  Beethoven again felt the giant�s hand slam 
 into his body, and he tumbled into the sand.  He tried to pick 
 himself up but was quickly ground into the earth by the  
 human�s foot. 
 
Beatrice: Beethoven, get up.  Come on, just try.  Don�t give up!   
 
Beetoven: I can�t.  I�m too hurt! 
 
Beatrice: You must try.  I�ll help you.  
 
Beetoven: I don�t think I can. 
 
Beatrice: If you don�t get up, you won�t ever smell flowers or fly again. 
 
Narrator: Slowly, Beethoven moved the dirt away from his face with his 

left wing.  His body was hurt, but he lifted himself out of the 
sand.  His right wing was crumpled like a piece of paper. 

 
Beatrice: Just move your wings slowly.  Shake the sand off your body. 
  Can you use your legs to smooth your bent wing? 

  
Beetoven:  I�ll try.  But I don�t think there is any way I can fly. 
   
Beatrice: Come on, Beethoven.  You can do it. 
 
Beetoven: If I do get up, the giant will just hit me again. 
 
Beatrice: If you don�t get up, you won�t be able to go home. 

 
Narrator: Beethoven felt the warm sun upon his body.  He gathered his 
  strength.  He worked harder on straightening his wing.  With
  out warning, the light of the sun disappeared.  The giant bent
  over and watched him.   
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Beetoven: I can fly, if I try.  I know I can do this. 
   
Narrator: With a loud buzz he wobbled off the ground and crashed into a 
  small mound of sand a few inches away.  He pushed himself up 
  and brushed himself off.  He smoothed his wing again.  He 
  lifted into the air and flew about two feet before crashing into 
  another mound.   
 
Beatrice: All right!  You almost made it.  Try again! 
 
Beetoven: If you knew how much it hurt, you would not be so happy. 
 
Beatrice: But the giant is watching.  You must try harder. 
 
Narrator: His wing was getting stronger, but he was still off balance.  
  He tried to fly and crashed again.  With each fall, he would 
  get up and correct what seemed to be wrong. 
  
Beatrice: The giant is moving closer to you. 
 
Beetoven: Oh, beeswax! 
 
Beatrice: The giant is on his hands and knees.  He�s getting closer. 
 
Beetoven: Oh, I can�t look.  Is he going to hit me again? 
 
Beatrice: I don�t think so.  He seems to be studying you. 
    
Narrator: Once more Beethoven took off.  This time, he flew over the 

sand  mounds and nearly missed crashing into a stump.  His 
wings pushed him higher into the air.   

 
Beatrice: All right!  You did it! 

 
Narrator: Beethoven drifted slowly over a pond.  He was quickly joined by 
  Beatrice.  He could see their reflection in the water.  He was 
  thankful to be alive. 
 
Beetoven: Where is the giant? 
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Beatrice: He is still down on his knees watching you fly.  
 
Beetoven: Thank you, Beatrice, for giving me the courage to bee all that 
  I can be. 
 
Beatrice: I just knew you would never give up. 
 
Narrator: The two friends flew to a new field of flowers and played  
  in the warmth of the summer sun. *

Process with your students 
 

What kept Beethoven going when the giant put him down?  
Belief in himself, his desire to enjoy life and encouragement from his friend. 
 
How did Beethoven solve his problem peacefully?   
He flew past the giant but did not fight or sting him.  He kept trying to fly after he had 
been hurt. 
 
Beethoven could have felt sorry for himself but he didn�t.  This is called…  
Courage  
 
What was important to Beethoven?  
To fly and play; to feel the warmth of the sun and to stay alive. 
 
Why is a healthy attitude important to you?  
So you can be the best that you can be. 
 
Why was the man (giant) watching the bee?

Bee Keeper 
  
   This lesson focuses on two "Bee Attitudes".  Wise is the student who... 
 • identifies "safe" adults in the school and neighborhood. 
 • knows the difference between medicines and illegal drugs. 
 
Brainstorm with students: “How do you know if a medicine is ‘safe’ for 
children?  How do you know who is a ‘safe’ adult in your neighborhood?” 
 
Bee Natural  
  
 When bees first begin to fly, they fly backward so they know what their 
 hive looks like from every direction. 
 
Define these Buzz Words:  medicine, poison, illegal drugs 
 
Beeswax: 
 This story will help students be more sensitive to children with hearing 
loss or other disabilities.  The historical Beethoven composed beautiful 
music even though he was deaf.  Play a CD of “Beethoven’s 5th Symphony” 
for your students.  “How could a deaf person do this?” 
 
 Place pictures of foods, medicines, alcohol, or illegal drugs on a poster 
board.  Ask students to identify which pictures are foods, medicines or 
dangerous drugs.  
 
Bee Wize story:  Beethoven 
 
 Ask three efficient readers to rehearse and read the character part 
scripts.  Pictures of the characters may be copied (pages 35, 37-38) and 
displayed above the student readers. 

·  Beethoven  -  male 
·  Beatrice     -  female 
·  Mrs. Ruby  -  female 
·  Narrator    -   teacher 
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Beethoven 
�
Narrator: Beethoven was just like everyone else.  He loved to play games 

with other children.  He enjoyed eating sweets covered in silky 
honey like his friends.  And he loved music.  However, 
Beethoven was a little different.  He had ears like everyone 
else, but he couldn�t hear some words and sounds that other 
bees hear.  Because of this some of the other kids made fun of 
him.  He couldn�t hear them very well, but he could see them.  
He knew they were laughing at him.  He felt sad and 
embarrassed.  

   
It was a warm school day when Beethoven�s teacher, Mrs. 
Ruby, told her students she was taking them on a field trip.   

 
Mrs. Ruby: Today we are going to fly outside our hive.  Keep your eyes on 

your home.  Don�t look down at the ground. 
 
Narrator: Beethoven was near the back of the class and couldn�t hear the 

teacher.  He tapped his wing on the shoulder of the girl in front 
of him.  Her name was Beatrice.   

 
Beetoven: What did the teacher say?   
 
Beatrice: The teacher said you are to watch me and do what I do. 
 
Narrator: Mrs. Ruby and the other students flew out of the hive.  

Beethoven was the last one out of the hive door.  The first thing 
Beethoven saw was Beatrice turning somersaults in the air.  
She stopped and pointed down toward the ground.   

 
Beatrice: Wow, look how high we are! 
 
Narrator: Beethoven looked down.  He became afraid and stopped 

flapping his wings.  The next thing he knew he crashed into the 
soft grass growing under the hive.   

 
Beetoven: Ouch!  
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Mrs. Ruby: Are you all right, Beethoven?  Didn�t you hear me tell everyone 
to look at the hive and not look down? 

  
Beetoven: Um, I guess not. 
 
Mrs. Ruby: Go back up and look closely at our hive.  Then follow me and 

stay in line.  We are flying to a flower garden. 
 

Narrator: Beethoven looked up toward Beatrice.  She was leaning 
against the hive door laughing at him.  The young bees flew 
behind their teacher as they headed toward the beautiful 
flowers.  They buzzed very loudly because they were proud.  
The flower petals below them looked so soft and smooth.  
Water dripped slowly down the petals making them look like 
water slides.  When Beatrice saw the moist petals, she grabbed 
Beethoven.  

 
Beatrice: Come with me.  Let�s slide down those cool flower petals!   
  
Beetoven: But what about our teacher?  She�s not stopping at these 

flowers!  
  
Beatrice: Don�t worry.  Let�s have a little fun.  We can catch up with them 

later!   
 
Narrator: They landed on a flower petal, and Beatrice pushed Beethoven 

down the water slide.  She jumped on a water drip and slid 
down the petal laughing all the way.  The two little bees had the 
very best time sliding and splashing. 

 
Beetoven: Haaachuuuu!  
 
Beatrice: Sounds like you are catching a cold. 
 
Beetoven: Haaa, haaa, haaachuuuu!   
 
Narrator: Beatrice reached into her pocket and took out a plastic bottle 

filled with some pills.  She held them out to Beethoven. 
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Beatrice: Here.  Take these.  They will make you feel better. 
 

Beetoven: What are those? 
 
Beatrice: Don�t worry.  They won�t hurt you.  It�s just some stuff I found in 

a drawer in my mom�s bathroom. 
 
Beetoven: No thanks.  My mom told me to never take drugs or medicine 

from anyone except her or my doctor.  She will know what to 
give me when I get back home.  Say, where�s our teacher and 
the rest of our class? 

 
Narrator: Beatrice flew to the top of the flower and looked across the 

garden.  Mrs. Ruby and the other students were no where to be 
seen.   

 
Beatrice: Uh, oh!  I think you are in trouble, Beethoven. 
 
Beetoven: I�m in trouble?  Don�t you mean… WE are in trouble?  
 
Beatrice: I shouldn�t have let you talk me into stopping here.  This is all 

your fault!  Now we�re lost, and we�ll never find our way back 
home. 

 
Beetoven: We�ll just have to look until we find it.  Mrs. Ruby said that we 

would recognize our home when we see it.  I�m going to try to 
find it right now!   

 
Narrator: Beatrice slid down the petal and started to fly after him.  But, a 

drop of water dripped on her head and knocked her to the 
ground with a big splat. 

 
Beatrice: Oh, beeswax!  
 
Narrator: She quickly caught up with Beethoven.  They had gone just a 

little way when Beatrice suddenly pointed toward a beehive 
hanging under a rotten branch.  An old bee sitting on the limb 
motioned for the kids to land there. 
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Beatrice: Hey, isn�t that our home over there? 
 
Beetoven: No way!  I�ll know home when I see it. 
 
Narrator: Beatrice didn�t argue.  She followed Beethoven.  He soon saw 

their beehive.  Mrs. Ruby was waiting for them at the front door.   
 

Mrs. Ruby: Where have you two been?  I was worried about you! 
 

Beatrice:  Beethoven was tired of flying so he sat down on a flower.  All of 
a sudden he slipped down the petal, and I tried to help him. 

 
Mrs. Ruby:  Are you telling me the truth, young lady? 
   
Beatrice:  Well, we did get lost and... 

 
Mrs. Ruby:  You were lost because you didn�t follow my instructions.  This 

morning I saw you doing somersaults when you should have 
been looking at our hive.  You could have been hurt or gotten 
lost.  

 
Beatrice: But...but Beethoven didn�t hear what you said and he was 

bothering me and... 
 

Mrs. Ruby:  Beatrice…you need to tell the truth.   
 
Beetoven: I didn�t mean to worry you.  Sometimes I don�t hear what you 

are saying.  I�m sorry. 
 
Mrs. Ruby: Hmmmm.  Beethoven, if you had trouble hearing me, you 

should have told me.  We can get help so you can hear better 
again.  I�ll talk to the Queen about it.  But you must follow the 
rules and not allow your friends to get you into trouble.  
Remember... it is better to be safe than sorry. 

 
Beethoven: Yes, Mrs. Ruby. 
 
Beatrice: Me, too! 
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Mrs. Ruby: I hope you will be sure of that!  Now, the two of you fly around 
the hive five times and then go upstairs and eat some nice 
warm honey. 

 
Beetoven: Ahhh Honey!  That�s music to my ears!

Who are "safe" adults you can talk to when you have a problem?  �
Parents, principal, teachers, grandparents, counselor, doctor, clergy… 
 
Who is a responsible person who can give you medicine when you are 
sick?   
Doctor, parent or a nurse. 
 
What is the difference between medicine and illegal drugs?  
Medicine helps you get well, but illegal drugs can make you sick and be harmful to you. 
 
Why is it important for you to say "no" if another child offers you some pills? 
Someone else’s medicine or drugs can make you sick.

Directions inform parents how much and how often to give you the medicine so that it 
helps your body heal.

For the Bee Keeper 
  
   This lesson focuses on two "Bee Attitudes".  Wise is the student who... 
 • makes good choices. 
 • knows what to do if someone has a drug problem. 
 
Brainstorm: “How do you know if someone has an alcohol problem?” 
  
Bee Natural  

 
   Bees are not selfish.  They share their food.  They gather as much as they can and 
then they tell their sisters where food and flowers can be found.  They talk to each other 
by touching antennae (like two people shaking hands) or by dancing.  This is what 
happens: 
   A scout bee discovers a flower and gathers nectar and pollen.  She returns to the 
hive and begins to dance.  Other bees get excited and follow behind her.  They now 
know where to find the flower.  How do they know? 
   If a scout bee dances in a circle, then the others know that food is nearby.  The 
scout bee carries with her the nectar odor which tells the others what kind of flowers to 
seek. 
   If a scout does a wagging dance, the bees know that food is more than 100 yards 
away from the hive.  When she dances in a straight line, she tells her friends in which 
direction to look for the food.  If she dances quickly, the flowers are near.  If they are far 
away, she dances slower.  If there isn't much food left at the flower, she doesn't dance 
at all.  
  
Buzz Words:  attitude, drunk, angry, clues, nectar 
 
Beeswax 
 Invite your students to do a bee dance that coincides with the lyrics of a 
fun song.  They can dance in a figure eight or circle.  Allow them to softly 
“buzz”.   

 
Bee Wize Story:  Dancing with Beethoven 
 Ask four efficient readers to rehearse and read their character part to the 
class.  As before display pictures (pages 35-38). 
  Beethoven -  male              Mrs. Ruby  -  female 

 Beatrice  -     female           Gabby      -    female 
 Narrator  -     teacher 
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Dancing With Beethoven 
�
Narrator: The bees buzzed happily.  They were going on their first field 

trip to look for flowers.  They flapped their wings with 
excitement! 

 
Mrs. Ruby: Beatrice and Gabby will each lead a team since they are the 

line leaders today.  We will see which team can find the most 
flowers.  Everyone line up behind the two leaders.  

 
Narrator: Gabby was very pleased to be in front of everyone else.  She 

looked at the kids in her team and saw a small boy at the end of 
the line.  Her wing shot into the air.   

 
Mrs. Ruby:  What do you need, Gabby? 
 
Gabby:  I don�t want him on my team.  He doesn�t hear well or fly very 

fast.  He will slow down my team.   
 
Narrator: Mrs. Ruby knew who Gabby was talking about.  Beethoven was 

the smallest student in the class.  The teacher put her wing on 
Gabby�s shoulder. 

 
Mrs. Ruby: Just lead your group, and Beethoven will be fine. 
 
Gabby: But Mrs. Ruby…My mom says that Beethoven�s dad is a drunk.  

She said he has an accident every time he flies. 
 
Narrator: Beethoven hung his head, shuffled his feet and sniffled.  Mrs. 

Ruby looked sternly at Gabby.  
 
Mrs. Ruby: You need to change your attitude if you want to be a good team 

leader.   
 
Gabby: Oh, all right.   
 
Mrs. Ruby: Beatrice, Beethoven will fly with your team.  I know you will take 

care of him. 
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Beatrice: Yes, ma’am. 
 
Mrs. Ruby:  Beethoven, don�t listen to kids who say mean things.  And I  
 want to remind the rest of you students that we need to be kind  
 to one another and watch out for each other.  Be sure to follow  
 your leader and find as many flowers as you can. 

   
Narrator: The two teams flew in different directions as they left their hive.  

Beethoven kept up with his team for a while, but his wings soon 
became tired.  He decided to land on a tree limb.  He couldn�t 
see Beatrice or the others in his team.  So he turned toward 
home. 

 
Beetoven: Bee whiz!  Look what I found!   
 
Narrator: Down in a valley beside the tree was a whole hillside of 

blossoming flowers.  Beethoven shouted for Beatrice, but his 
team was too far away to hear him.  Beethoven flew to a flower 
and pounced on it.  He quickly gathered a load of nectar and 
flew back to the tree where he last saw Beatrice.  Beethoven 
saw a swarm of bees flying toward his hive.  It was Gabby�s 
team.   

 
Beetoven: Oh, no!  They are going to beat us! 
  
Narrator: Beatrice and her team were close behind them.  Beethoven 

joined them as they flew by.  They landed in the hive and went 
to their classroom. 

   
Gabby: I found some flowers in some pots on an old woman�s porch.  

And we got back here first.  
   
Mrs. Ruby:  Congratulations!  You did a good job.  Beatrice, what did your 

team discover? 
   
Beatrice: We saw lots of fields but didn�t find any flowers.    
 
Beetoven: Yes, we did.      
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Narrator: All the kids turned around and looked at Beethoven.  
 
Gabby: He�s lying.  I saw him sitting on a tree limb down by a valley.  

 
Mrs. Ruby: Is that true, Beethoven?  

 
Beetoven:  Yes, ma�am.  I got tired and landed on a tree. 

  
Mrs. Ruby: Did you really find some flowers? 
   
Beetoven: Yes, ma�am. 
   
Narrator: Gabby turned around and whispered to her closest friends. 
 
Gabby:  He didn�t find any flowers.  He�s probably drunk just like his 

daddy. 
   
Mrs. Ruby: Beethoven, show us what you found. 

   
Narrator: Beethoven went to the front of the class.  He was so excited he 

could not talk.  He unloaded his cargo of nectar.  Everyone in 
the class buzzed with surprise, especially Beatrice. 

   
Mrs. Ruby: Don�t tell the class where you found the flowers.  Just give them 

clues so they can find their own nectar. 
   
Narrator: Beethoven began to dance.  He moved in a circle and then 

began to wag his tail from side to side.  He beat time with his 
wings and made a loud, whirring noise.  Other bees joined in 
the dance with him. 

 
Mrs. Ruby: Good job, Beethoven.  I think the class can follow your 

directions.  
 
Narrator: All of the students clapped their wings for Beethoven except 

Gabby.  She was angry. 
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Mrs. Ruby: Gabby, I want you to stay here with me.  We need to talk about 
your attitude toward others.  The rest of the class may go out 
and find those flowers.   

 
Narrator: Beatrice flew over to Beethoven and put her wing on his 

shoulder. 
   
Beatrice: Beethoven, old buddy.  That was really cool!  Now bees 

everywhere are going to dance when they find flowers! 
  
Narrator: Beethoven just smiled because that was music to his ears.

Process with your students 
 

What was different about Beethoven from the other students in his class?  
He was smaller, had a hearing loss and didn�t fly fast. 
 
How do you know Gabby had a bad attitude?  
She didn�t want Beethoven on her team because he was little, he did not fly fast and 
could not hear well. 
 
Is it a child�s fault if a family member uses alcohol or other drugs?  No. 
 
What can you do when kids say "hurtful" things about you or your family?   
Don�t listen to them.   Walk away and talk to someone you trust. 
 
How do you feel when people make fun of you or your family?   
It hurts your feelings, makes you sad, angry, or embarrassed.    
 
Why do people say mean things about other people?

Narrator: Beautiful daisies and fluffy dandelions danced in the breeze 

and moved like a wave with bees surfing on their petals.  
Beatrice was stirred from her feast by a strange clinking sound 
echoing across the golden meadow.  She peeped over a petal 
and saw her friend, Beethoven, kicking a beer can.  

 
Beatrice:  Hey, Beethoven.  Why are you kicking that beer can?   
 
Narrator: Beethoven didn�t say anything.  He just kept bumping into the 

can and staring down at the ground.  As Beatrice looked closer, 
she could see Beethoven limping.  It looked like he was wiping 
a tear off his cheek with the sleeve of his wing.  Beatrice 
hopped off the flower petal and flew over to him.    

 
Beatrice: Hey, Beethoven.  Are you okay?  
 
Narrator: Beethoven didn�t seem to hear his friend.  He kept punching the 

dented beer can.  Beatrice jumped in front of Beethoven and 
tried to stop him just as Beethoven kicked the can hard.  It 
almost rolled over Beatrice.   

 
Beatrice: Wow!  What�s going on? 
 
Beetoven:  Nuthin.   
 
Beatrice: Come on. You can tell me.  What�s wrong? 
 
Narrator: Beethoven kicked the can as hard as he could, and it hit a 

stone and went flying through the air.   
 
Beetoven:  I said nothing�s wrong.  Leave me alone! 
 
Beatrice:  Bee Whiz!  What a kick!  You should play soccer! 
 
Beetoven: I can�t. 
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Beatrice: Why not?  All you have to do is ask your mom and dad.  You 
would be terrific! 

 
Beetoven: No.  You don�t understand.  Just leave me alone. 
 
Narrator: Beatrice stopped again and watched her friend limp through the 

grass.   
 
Beatrice: How did you hurt your leg? 
 
Beetoven: I tripped over this stupid beer can. 
 
Beatrice: Out here in the field? 
 
Beetoven:  No, at home. 
 
Beatrice: You hurt your leg on an empty beer can? 
 
Beetoven: It wasn�t empty.  My dad had just set it on the floor, and I 

tripped on it and knocked it over.  Okay? 
 
Beatrice: Ooohhh.  I bet your dad really got angry about that! 
  
Narrator: Beethoven didn�t reply.  He just stopped and leaned against a 

piece of grass.   
 
Beetoven: It was my fault. 
   
Beatrice: So?  What are you going to do about it?" 
 
Beetoven: There�s nothing I can do about it.  You just don�t understand.  
 
Narrator: Beatrice walked over to the beer can and looked at it.  Then, 

she lifted her eyes and looked at Beethoven.  She took a deep 
breath and kicked the can.  It flew against a flower stem and 
bounced into the air.  Dust from the flower showered down over 
the two friends. 

 
Beetoven: Jumping Beeswax!  Where did you learn how to do that? 
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Narrator: Beatrice�s lower lip curled.  She shrugged her shoulders.    
 
Beatrice: I�ve had plenty of practice. 
 
Beetoven: You mean...you mean that... 
 
Beatrice: Yep.  My mom drinks alcohol and takes lots of pills and other 

things.  You know...drugs not from a doctor. 
 
Narrator: Beethoven just about fell off the piece of grass he was leaning 

on.  He thought he was the only one who had problems like this 
at home.   

 
Beetoven: What do you do...when someone in your family... you know... 

gets drunk? 
 
Beatrice: I try to stay out of the way.  Then I find someone to talk to.  

Someone who will understand me and what is going on in my 
home.  I know it isn�t my fault my mom uses drugs, but it still 
makes me feel bad. 

 
Beetoven: Who did you talk to?  Who helped you with...you know...who do 

you talk to about...the problem? 
 
Narrator: Beatrice took Beethoven�s wing and together they flew to the 

top of a daisy.  As the flower waved in the wind Beatrice smiled 
at Beethoven.   

 
Beatrice: You know what a good kickball player our teacher is? 
 
Beetoven: Yeah. 
 
Beatrice:  Well, she knows how to kick a beer can real good too.

Process with your students 
�
Why was Beatrice able to understand Beethoven�s problem?   
Her mom was addicted to alcohol. 
 
What are some dangerous things that can happen when an adult drinks too 
much alcohol or uses illegal drugs?   
They become sick, moody, accidents, abuse, arrest... 
 
Why is it difficult for people to stop using drugs?   
Users can become addicted. 
    
Is there help for someone who is addicted?   
Yes.  Speak to a guidance counselor for agencies/churches/groups that can help, i.e. 
Alcoholics Anonymous, Narcotics Anonymous… 
 
What�s the best thing to say or do if someone wants you to try beer or 
cigarettes?   
Say "no" and walk away.  Both drugs are illegal for kids. 
 
What can you do if a friend says "Just leave me alone."?   
Change the subject, give them space and let them know you are available to listen.  
 
What can you do if a friend makes excuses and says "I hurt myself, or I 
accidentally tripped."?   
You can talk to a counselor or your parent. 
 
What can you do if a friend says "It was my fault"?   
Give them hope and help them with an action plan.
